The Sunday Word. The Call of the first disciples.

Whether the Lord's ministry lasted one year (as suggested by
the gospels of Matthew Mark and Luke) or three years (as
suggested by the gospel of John) what is clear that His journey
up to Jerusalem often took a circuitous route because of
threats to his safety from the temple authorities. In today's
gospel extract John the Baptist has been arrested because of
his criticism of King Herod's marriage. Civil and temple
authorities guarded their status very closely. So Jesus relocated
from Nazareth to Capernaum in Galilee.

There he began his life as an itinerant preacher with the word

"Repent"! Its a word we will respond to many times in our lives.

His preaching made a profound impact on the first disciples
(who would go on to become Apostles) leaving jobs, homes,
families and general security in life, they followed the man they
recognised as "The Christ". This is why we gather for Sunday
Mass...to be renewed in our faith that Jesus is the Christ.

Without this renewal we quickly become stale and dejected by
life. Like the apostles let us follow the Lord with lives renewed
by the power of His grace.
